The Reading is from Luke 24:1-12

On the Þrst day of the week, at early dawn, 
they went to the tomb, taking the spices 
which they had prepared. And they found 
the stone rolled away from the tomb, but 
when they went in they did not Þnd the 
body. While they were perplexed about 
this, behold, two men stood by them in 
dazzling apparel; and as they were fright-
ened and bowed their faces to the ground, 
the men said to them, "Why do you seek 
the living among the dead? Remember 
how he told you, while he was still in Gali-
lee, that the Son of man must be delivered 
in to the hands of sinful men, and be cru-
ciÞed, and on the third day rise." And they 
remembered his words, and returning 
from the tomb they told all this to the 
eleven and to all the rest. Now it was Mary 
Magdalene, and Joanna and Mary the 
mother of James and the other women 
with them who told this to the apostles; 
but these words seemed to them an idle 
tale, and they did not believe them.

Ee Reading is from St. Paul's 
Letter to the Hebrews

13:11-14, 14:1-4
Brethren, by faith Moses, when he was 
grown up, refused to be called the son of 
Pharaoh's daughter, choosing rather to share 
ill-treatment with the people of God than to 
enjoy the ßeeting pleasures of sin.
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And what more shall I say? For time would 
fail me to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, 
Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the 
prophets -- who through faith conquered 
kingdoms, enforced justice, received prom-
ises, stopped the mouths of lions, quenched 
raging Þre, escaped the edge of the sword, 
won strength out of weakness, became 
mighty in war, put foreign enemies to 
ßight. Women received their dead by resur-
rection. Some were tortured, refusing to 
accept release, that they might rise again to 
a better life. Others suˆered mocking and 
scourging, and even chains and imprison-
ment. "ey were stoned, they were sawn in 
two, they were killed with the sword; they 
went about in skins of sheep and goats, 
destitute, a™icted, ill-treated -- of whom 
the world was not worthy -- wandering 
over deserts and mountains, and in dens 
and caves of the earth.

And all these, though well attested by their 
faith, did not receive what was promised, 
since God had foreseen something better 
for us, that apart from us they should not 
be made perfect.
